The Commissioned Lay Pastor Committee (CLPC) of the Presbytery of the Twin Cities Area welcomes your interest in the Commissioned Lay Pastor (CLP) program.  

A Commissioned Lay Pastor is an elected PC (USA) elder who, after customized training, and approval of the presbytery, works in congregations or in other validated ministry settings for a specific job description agreed upon by the sponsoring church or validated ministry, the CLP and the CLPC.  A CLP is commissioned for one-year terms, subject to an annual consultation with the CLPC.  

Please review Sections I-VI in the Commissioned Lay Pastors Committee Manuel found on the Presbytery of the Twin-Cities Area’s website at: www.ptcweb.org/COMM/clpc.html.  It includes both the process and training requirements for becoming a CLP.  

If, after you have reviewed this information and continue to feel called to CLP ministry, desiring to become a CLP Inquirer, please email the chair of the committee to schedule an initial meeting with the committee.  He will identify the information you will need to present at that time.

The CLPC meets on the third Thursday of each month from 9:30 a.m. to 11:30 a.m. at Hope Presbyterian Church in Richfield, MN.  

Again, we are supportive of your interest in this program.  May God continue to guide and direct you as you discern your possible call to CLP ministry.
