The Committee on Ministry examines each minister applying for membership in the presbytery:


(a) To comply with the Book of Order, which gives presbyteries the right to “determine the ministers of Word and Sacrament who shall be its continuing members” (G-11.0403), and


(b) To become acquainted with the applicant in order to evaluate his or her current theology and practice of ministry.

The examination is normally in the form of a personal interview with two or three members of the COM or with the Sub-committee on Membership. The COM will request that the applicant submit written responses to the questions prior to the interview.  Please draft each answer under its corresponding question, with the responses all fitting onto a one-page attachment.  (This introductory section may be deleted on your completed document.) 

1. Please tell us briefly about yourself, including the date of your ordination and the name of the ordaining presbytery.

2. How have your understandings grown since ordination with respect to your theology and practice of ministry?

3. Tell us something about your spiritual journey—how you’ve grown in your relationship with Christ and your life in the Spirit—and how that relates to your call.

4. Please respond to the question below that most nearly fits your reason for seeking membership in the Presbytery of the Twin Cities Area.  (Respond to just one of the following: a., b., c. or d.)

a. How do you view your theological, spiritual and leadership compatibility with the congregation to which you are, or anticipate, being called to serve?


b. What do you see as the theological rationale for the validated ministry to which you are, or anticipate, being called to serve?


c. In your retirement, do you feel God is calling you to continued service and ministry and, if so, how?  


d. As a minister currently without a call, what is your theological assessment of your current circumstances, and what are your hopes or plans for the future exercise of your ministry? 
5. What, in your view, are some of the theological challenges facing the church/presbytery today, and how would you respond to those challenges?
